At the conclusion of a flight from Coventry to Henstridge andwhile putting the wing covers on the 
aircraft, the pilot foundtwo yellow marks on the fabric on the underside of the right aileronand right 
flap. Behind these marks were tears in the fabric. 

The pilot recalls seeing yellow sticks approximately two feetsix inches high stuck in the ground on 
the edge of the taxiwayat Coventry between the flying club and holding point 'J'. Thesticks were 
sufficiently high to cause him concern that they mightdamage his aircraft and so he taxiied as close 
to those on hisleft side as was possible. However, as the aircraft has a tailwheelundercarriage which 
tends to restrict forward visibility whentaxiing and as the sun was on the right side, he was not 
ableto observe the sticks on that side as carefully. Coventry AirportATC subsequently advised the 
pilot that the sticks had been placedby the taxiway as snow markers.  
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
