The aircraft bounced on landing and rolled to the right as itbecame airborne. The student pilot
applied left rudder to counterthe roll such that when the aircraft touched down again it
swungsharply to the left and ran off the runway onto the grass. Thepilot was unable to prevent the
aircraft from running throughthe old boundary fence of the airfield before coming to rest shortof
the new one.

In his report the pilot attributes the accident to the cross-wind. The surface wind at the time of the
accident was reported asbetween 010° and 030° at 3 to 5 kt and the landing tookplace on Runway
09.
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
