During a routine fisheries patrol flight, the aircraft had justcompleted a pass on a vessel when a
birdstrike occurredat a height of about 200 feet. The full impact of the strikewas taken by the flange
of the forward bulkhead to which the radomeis secured. There was extensive damage to the radome

and impactdamage to the forward fuselage.

The visibility at the time was about 8§ nm with scattered cloudbase 2,000 feet and light rain showers

in the vicinity.

The patrol was terminated and the aircraft diverted to Aberdeenfor repair.
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
