The weather conditions were fine but theapproach to Runway 24 was hampered by the sun which 
was low andin line with the runway. The pilot misjudged the approach andflared too high. The 
ensuing heavy touchdown was nose-first andthe nose landing gear collapsed leading to substantial 
secondarydamage. 
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
