Two seconds after the aircraft touched down on Runway 26, as itdecelerated through approximately
120 kt, it collided with a smalldeer that had strayed onto the runway. Despite the damage
causedwhen the deer struck the left main landing gear, the pilot wasable to taxy to the ramp for
normal passenger disembarkation. Aircraft debris and the dead animal were recovered from the
runwayduring the subsequent post occurrence inspection.

The Aerodrome Controller, who came on duty at 0500 hrs that morning,had carried out a full
inspection of the runway and taxiways priorto the accident. It was dark at the time of the accident
andthe deer, which is believed to have jumped a 4 feet airfield boundaryfence to the north of the
runway, would not have been visiblefrom the control tower or the aircraft.
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
