Aircraft Accident Report Form submitted by the pilot

The pilot had carried out three circuits successfully and decided to return the aircraft to the hangar.
He landed on grass Runway 29 and during the landing roll pulled back on the stick to keep the
propeller clear of the ground. The surface wind was from 290° at 5 to 10 kt. As he pulled back the
aircraft lifted off the ground got to a height of about 3 feet and then re-landed heavily. The heavy
landing caused damage to the fuselage as a result of contact from the undercarriage support arms.
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
