The aircraft was inbound to Stapleford from the continent. Itlanded in a farm field during which the 
nose dug in and the aircraftsomersaulted coming to rest inverted with the back of the 
fuselagebroken. The organisation which recovered the aircraft reportedthat the fuel tanks and fuel 
lines were not disrupted but thatthey contained no fuel. The pilot is currently assisting theCustoms 
& Excise with their inquiries.  
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
