The aircraft was landing on the grass Runway 35 at the aircraft'shome base airstrip at Aughrim. The 
surface wind was from thenorth west at 8 to 10 kt. The pilot reported that the aircraftbegan to drift 
to the left so he made the decision to initiatea go-around and applied full power. However, the 
aircraft wasunable to clear rising ground to the north of the runway and impactedthe surface in a 
wings level/tail down stalled condition. Thedamage to the aircraft was sustained during transit 
through alow thorn hedge. The pilot considered that the accident was causedby his late decision to 
initiate the goaround.  
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
