The pilot was familiar with Dunkeswell and weather conditionswere good with a surface wind of
150 /10 kt. A powered approachwas made to Runway 18 and the flare was commenced at the
normalpoint. The pilot was then surprised to see a mound of soil acrossthe width of the runway on
the approach path and was unable toprevent the left landing gear making contact with it. The
aircrafttouched down on the runway and was maintained in a wings-levelattitude until speed
decayed and it slewed left onto the grass.
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
