The pilot was undertaking a solo circuit detailon Runway 23 at Sandtoft. His first two landings 
were normalbut on the third the aircraft bounced. After the third bounce,full power was applied to 
go around, however, it was too lateto prevent the nosewheel contacting the ground. The nose 
landinggear collapsed and the aircraft came to a halt on the left sideof the runway. 

The weather was not a factor and the pilotattributed the accident to a misjudged flare from a faster 
thanideal approach. This was the student pilot's third solo flightand on recent dual checks he had 
flown consistently good approachesand landings.  
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
