The pilot was landing on Runway 24 with a surface wind of 270°/20 kt. Because of the crosswind 
and the possibility of turbulence, he maintained a higher than usual airspeed until the flare. As the 
aircraft was flared, it ballooned slightly and then descended suddenly onto the runway from a 
height of about five feet. The right wheel struck the ground causing the landing gear leg to collapse 
allowing the underbelly fuel tank to strike the ground and burst. There was no fire and the two 
occupants were able to evacuate the aircraft uninjured.  

  

With a westerly wind, Runway 24 is in the lee of a line of large hangars and the pilot considered 
that the cause of the accident was a wind rotor effect causing turbulence over the runway. 
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
