The accident occurred as the aircraft was taking off with a SZDPuchacz glider on tow, with two
persons on board the glider. Asthe aircraft passed over the threshold at the departure end ofthe
runway and at about 50 to 100 ft agl, the engine misfired.It then ran smoothly for a few seconds
before stopping with a'bang'. The glider was released and the tug pilot turned the aircrafttowards a
small field for a forced landing. The landing itselfwas satisfactory, but the field boundary was close
and so thepilot initiated a turn to the right, during which the aircraftstruck a fence with the left wing
and left tailplane before comingto rest. The pilot, who was uninjured, was able to evacuate
theaircraft normally. The glider landed and sustained some damageto its landing gear, but the two
persons on board were unhurt.



Subsequently a fuel pipe restriction was found between the gascolatorand carburettor. The pipe was
found to be partly blocked due tointernal delamination, or degradation.
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
