The pilot positioned the aircraft for an approach to Runway 26at Compton Abbas; the weather was 
excellent with an indicatedsurface wind from the south at 10 kt. As the aircraft crossedthe runway 
threshold it encountered some turbulence which resultedin it drifting to the right. The right main 
wheel struck theright-hand threshold marker board and then broke away and hitthe rear edge of the 
right wing. When the aircraft had come torest, the pilot and the passenger, who were both wearing 
lap anddiagonal harness assemblies, vacated the aircraft with no injuries.  
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
