The pilot was practising circuit flying in fine weather conditionsusing Runway 08 at Enstone. The 
surface wind was generally from060° at 10 kt but occasionally the direction backed towardsnorth. 
During the first touch and go landing the pilot appliedpower to take off again whereupon the 
aircraft yawed to the left.He was unable to retain directional control and the aircraft groundlooped 
on the runway. 

The pilot reported that on this occasion the aircraft's normaltendency to swing on take off was 
exacerbated by a strong crosswindgust made turbulent by trees and the local topography upwind 
ofthe runway. The existence of these occasional gusts was notedby witnesses at the airfield and at a 
nearby RAF Station.  
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
