The aircraft was landing on Runway 26 after a local flight, with a surface wind from 190° at 7 kt.
Eyewitnesses reported that the aircraft bounced on initial touchdown and began a series of
divergent bounces, culminating in the collapse of the nose landing gear and further extensive
damage to the airframe. The pilot assessed that the accident had been caused by the lack of a
positive decision to execute a go-around.
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
