The aircraft was en-route from Biggin Hill to Liverpool in CAVOK conditions when the right
engine began to surge. The pilot reported that the fuel flow appeared normal and he suspected a
faulty propeller Constant Speed Unit (CSU). The right engine was shutdown and 10 minutes later
the left engine displayed similar problems. The pilot identified a suitable field and a successful
precautionary landing was carried out with no damage to the aircraft or injuries to the occupants.



The pilot assessed the cause of the incident as fuel mismanagement in that he had not made
changes to fuel tank selections at the appropriate time.
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
