Aircraft Accident Report Form submitted by the pilot

After an uneventful flight from Long Marston Airfield, the pilot made an approach to Hardwick
Farm Strip. He was very familiar with the strip, which had a grass surface and a length of
approximately 450 metres. It was about 30 metres wide and the left edge was bounded by a ditch
and hedge. For his approach and landing, the pilot estimated the surface wind as 360°/ 3 to 8 kt. He
made a normal touchdown but the aircraft then started veering to the left. The pilot applied right
rudder but the left wing tip clipped the hedge and swung G-BZGR into the hedge.
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
