At the conclusion of a thirty minute local flight, the pilot returnedto his departure airfield and
elected to make a landing on Runway14. At the time of his take off he had estimated that the
surfacewind was 110 to 120°5 to 8 kt and that the wind was backing.During the approach, with a
noticeable cross-wind from the left,the aircraft was high and fast but the pilot considered that asafe
landing could still be made in the runway remaining. On landing,the aircraft bounced and then
landed tail-wheel first. Shortlyafterwards, at a ground speed of approximately 20 kt, it begana
ground loop to the left which the pilot was unable to control. The right-hand undercarriage then
collapsed and the right wingcontacted the ground.
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
