The aircraft was on a visual approach for Runway 22 at Cranfield,which is a hard runway with a 
bitumen surface. The visibilitywas good with intermittent rain showers and the surface wind 
was280º/10 kt with gusts to 15 kt. The touchdown was made onthe mainwheels but shortly after the 
tailwheel settled onto therunway, the wind caused the aircraft to veer to the right. Thepilot was 
unable to arrest this deviation, despite the applicationof full opposite rudder, and the aircraft 
eventually came to restinverted on the right hand edge of the runway. The pilot, whohad been 
wearing a full harness assembly, was uninjured and wasable to leave the aircraft via the normal 
exit. 
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
