The pilot was carrying out circuit flying for training purposes. The weather consisted of 3 miles 
visibility in light rain ordrizzle with a cloudbase of 1,100 feet. On his third circuithe was advised of 
another aircraft ahead of him and so he extendedthe downwind leg; he was unable to see the other 
aircraft. Inconditions of reducing visibility with showers and with rain onthe windscreen, he 
commenced his turn onto finals once he wasadvised that the aircraft ahead had landed. During the 
approachhe allowed the aircraft to get low and struck a road sign on theroad on the airfield 
boundary. On landing, the nosewheel collapsedand the propeller struck the runway.  
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
