After a one hour flight from Carlisle, the pilot joined the circuitat Blackpool on a right base leg for
Runway 28. The weather wasgood and the surface wind was calm. The pilot reported that heused
full flap for his landing and that the aircraft landed onall three wheels simultaneously. G-BFBF
bounced violently andyawed to the left before landing nosewheel first and bouncingagain; on the
next touchdown, the nose gear broke off and theaircraft slid to a halt on the runway. The pilot
acknowledgedthat the accident was caused by his poor handling.
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
